[bookmark: _Hlk216267364]Update the Canadian International Mobile Subscription Identity (IMSI) Assignment Guideline to remove the option to reserve an MNC.
BACKGROUND:
The CNA has been receiving Form As requesting the assignment of an MNC from ineligible applicants. In some instances, when those applicants have been informed of their ineligibility, they have modified their Form A to request reservation of an MNC. The Canadian International Mobile Subscription Identity (IMSI) Assignment Guideline is less specific about who is eligible for an MNC reservation, but the CNA does not believe that it is appropriate for an applicant that is ineligible for an MNC assignment to be able to reserve an MNC. Traditionally, the CNA has denied any request for an MNC reservation should the applicant not be qualified for an assignment.
Historically, this is not a resource where anybody has requested an MNC reservation unless they are trying to circumvent qualifications or trying to secure a ‘vanity’ number. Additionally, since an eligible MNC applicant initially has 12 months to place their assigned MNC in service, the CSCN believes that reservations of MNCs is not required and may be removed from the IMSI Guideline including any applicable appendices and forms.
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
